Mr. Heeve . . .

Mr. Reeve was born in Leicestershire, Eng-
land, in 1886. After receiving his M.A. at Ox-
ford University, he taught in London before
coming to Canada in 1913, where he first taught
at St. John’s College school. In 1913 to 1914 he
taught at St. John’s Tech., and after teaching
for one year (1914-15) at Kelvin, he returned to
St. John’s, where he has been ever since.

When Mr. Reeve became principal of St.
John’s Tech., he brought a changed attitude to
the discipline of the school, laying stress on
student self-government.

When asked recently whether he would like
to see student self-government continued at
Tech., Mr. Reeve replied, “The trend in the
future will be more and more in favor of self-
government. The whole trouble with the world
today is that people don’t have enough sense of
responsibility.” Mr. Reeve went on to say that
the duty of the school is to help build up this
sense of responsibility among the students; that
student self-government as practised at St.
John’s attempts to give practical experience
in the field of human relationship and good
citizenship.

Miss Pearl Snider . . .

Miss Pearl Snider, who is retiring this year,
spent the whole of her teaching career right
here at St. John’s, with the exception of six
weeks at Margaret Scott school. Certainly this
in itself is evidence that Miss Snider thoroughly
enjoyed teaching the students at Tech.

Miss Snider approves of the student self-
government system that we have at St. John’s.
She considers it necessary with the changing
times, “but,” she said, “after a while it will per-
haps swing back a bit. However, student self-
government makes it much easier for teachers
to establish a friendly relationship with the
students, which is a very valuable strong point
of St. John’s.”

He has guided us towards developing a philos-
ophy of life which will set the pattern of our
lives, for, humanitarian that he is, he recog-
nizes that school is not meant to teach only
subjects as such, but to stimulate the students
to think for themselves.

In all this, what better can be said of him
than—that he helped to make better citizens
for this country of ours? Mr. Reeve’s last words
to his interviewer were, “I am grateful to the
staff and students who have given me such
a good life.”

Mr. Reeve, Parents, Teachers and Fellow Graduates:

It is a truth universally acknowledged that when
a human being approaches the twilight of his life,
he tends to seek a retreat into his past, painting it
with melancholia. We graduates, though not having
arrived at life’s twilight, are also casting anxious
glances into our pasts. However, these backward
glances are not the desperate grasp of the aged on
some tangible symbol of life. The inevitable return
to the past of those passive ancients, who have
already accepted the relentless approach of life’s end
cannot, on any level, be compared with our searching
of self. We, before whom the untravelled world
gleams and beckons, are rather searching and criti-
cally questioning in the earnest manner that is char-
acteristic of and true only of youth. There arises
within us a doubt of our ability to face the chaotic
situation rampant in the society existing about us, of
our ability to make a place for ourselves in the cold,
hard pattern of everyday life. It is this depressive
doubt which undermines our happiness at this time
of graduation.

There is offered to us but one lamp by which our
feet can be guided, one light which can brighten the
darkness of our doubts, and that is the lamp of experi-
ence. Only by an intelligent evaluation of our experi-
ences can we achieve the position in society that is
rightfully ours. Our experiences thus far have been in
school with its patterns of culture, mores, and educa-
tion. Have these experiences shaped us as human be-
ings capable of rectifying the present paradoxical
situation of the human race, a paradox and yet a
tragedy. Has our education been adequate to fill the
task of creating individuals who can bring peace to
the world? Has our school educated us morally as well
as intellectually? Let us evaluate our education.

Primarily we realize that the value of the education
we receive will be directly relative to the virtue,
wisdom and intelligence of our educators. Further-
more it is evident that each educator will express,
more or less perfectly and clearly, the current con-
ception and outlook of his age, modified by the educa-
tional organs of his society and environment. Both of
these factors can be expressed in one generalization
which is more or less accurate. That generalization
is that we can conceive of education as denoting an
attempt on the part of the adult members of society
to shape the development of the coming generation
in accordance with its own morals and its own ideals
of life. Therefore the education of society is directed
towards the perpetuation of its existence.

Nevertheless, though this is the education we were
intended to receive, can youth, with its high ideals
and shining morals, accept this directed education?
The experiences learnt by another generation have a
hollow meaning for a youth which is anxious to
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learn. Youth cannot accept the goals, values and the
code of others. They must create their own goals,
assess their own values and write their own code.
Youth will translate its education into those same
goals, and values which it has created. Therefore
must we not also seek an education which will create
goals and values based upon the hypothesis of “peace
on earth, goodwill towards men.”

This is no time for ceremony. The existing con-
ditions in the world today are extremely grave.
Youth can act and will act within impetuosity which
can be admirable if its value are clean and honest
It is the adult, exparienced members of society which
can test these values by their experience. It is the
parents who can dedicate youth to their own unfin-
ished task. The values of youth can be held up to the
lamp of experience and tested only if the adults are
aware of these values. The community, as a whole,
should have a true estimate of the nature and value
of the education it is giving its youth, and the values
that the youth are deriving from this education.

We graduates may feel justly proud that our
parents, community and educators look upon us as
human beings in search of valid standards and are
giving us room in which to develop our values and
mores. If this has not been attained it is because the
effort is new and experimental; no fault can be placed
at their feet. Here at St. John’s in the Home and
School Association our community makes an effort
to test our code by the light of their experiences.
This association is a tribute to the wisdom and fore-
sight of Mr. G. J. Reeve, our principal. Through his
endless, energetic efforts the attempt is made to
solidly base our education upon a correct and truth-
ful standard. The students who have passed through
the portals of the school can be proud of the morals
in which their thoughts are steeped. When Mr. Reeve
leaves the school it will take a supreme effort to
find another as wise, patient and understanding.

Though the ideals have been fine and correct, the
ultimate test will lie in our success to mold a peace-
ful world. Though we have been directed toward
our best interests, life itself will be the challenge.
Whether we can seek and attain the highest level of
which we are capable will be influenced by the
education we have received here. Whether we have
achieved the truth of the words which Plato immor-
talized—that the aim of education is:

“To develop in the body and in the soul, all the
beauty and all the perfection of which each
individual is capable,”

will be tested only through our success in spreading
the ideals of truth, honesty and love. Let us always
remain true to those ideals.

From the way she’s listening so at-
tentively, and smiling so wisely, it is obvious
she doesn’t understand a word. His adoring
gaze must tell her he is crazy about her, the
fool! Now he’s getting up to pay the bill, and
what does she do? She crossed her legs, tosses
her shoulder, and flirts with the fellows at the
next table.

Oh, at that time, I was the
hero of the town, the man who sacrificed all,
but today I'm just the crippled guy selling
papers on the corner. Time was, when I pitied
myself, but now it’s different, a bottle of whis-
key every night does the trick very nicely.
Well, here I go.

The school year 1951-52, has been easily the
best in the annals of Home and School.

The membership passed the 500 mark for the
first time in history, and an attendance of over
a hundred at a regular meeting became custom-
ary, thanks largely to Mrs. Medzon’s admirable
‘phoning committee.

A most amicable discussion
ended in the grating of such concessions by the
Dept. of Education, that almost all the diffi-
culties of the teachers of mathematics vanished
into thin air, though further work is necessary,
if this bad situation is to be cleaned up for all
time.

Mr. Kushnir’s “Protect Committee” can point
with pride to the inter-comm. system, the metal
folding chairs of the auditorium, as the first
fruits of its efforts. It will next turn its atten-
tion to the provision of lockers, and possibly,
of lunch room facilities.

An interesting development of Home and
School is now taking place. Representatives of
seven associations, including those of West
Kildonan, met on February 21, to consider the
possibility of forming a Home and School
“District” (under the authority of the Manitoba
Federation of Home and School). The meeting
agreed in the enthusiasm to go ahead with the
project. Mr. C. N. Kushnir was named chair-
man of the district, and Mrs. Kahanovitch of
the Inkster Association was elected secretary.

It was pointed out that problems which were
of interest and concern to all grades of schools,
could best be dealt with by a body (or board)
on which all types of schools were represented.
The “district” would call into existence just
such a body. It would moreover lend new life
to dormant associations by giving them new
interests, new ideas, new co-workers.

Home and School realizes that there is much
in our schools that cries aloud for “amendment.”
It also realizes that little can be done in this
direction until we can secure the active co-
operation of the majority of our parents.

Music

As early as I can remember, I was taught that
music should be part of my education, the same as
reading, writing, and arithmetic. This guiding prin-
ciple has been a major influence in my life so far.
It isn’t necessary to be a concert artist, or the con-
ductor of an orchestra to develop a true sense of
appreciation towards music. Music is a universal
language which can be understood by all people,
young, middle-aged or old.

God Save The Queen

On February 6, 1952, a notice was issued from
Sandringham in England, which read “The king died
peacefully in his sleep.” Flags all over the British
Isles and across the Dominion were lowered to half-
mast; school-going Canadians observed one minute’s
silence in honour of their late king. Friday, February
15, the date of his funeral, was set aside as a day
of mourning.

King George VI was a popular ruler among all
classes of his subjects. When his brother Edward ab-
dicated from the throne in 1936, this quiet member
of the House of Windsor received the news that he
was to be crowned King of England. At his corona-
tion, the newly acclaimed monarch presented a hand-
some figure as he received the royal robe, sceptre,
and had the crown placed upon his head. On his
visit to Canada King George and his charming queen
won the admiration of the Canadians with their
friendly and sincere ways. Since the war’s end the
king had been troubled with various illnesses. A
serious lung operation last year caused his daughter,

Elizabeth, to make a tour of the Commonwealth in
his stead.

When the notice reached us that the 56-year-old
monarch was dead, there were many tears shed for
this quiet man who was so well liked by all.

On Thursday, February 14, close to a thousand
students filed silently into St. John’s Cathedral. The
memorial service began with the singing of “Oh,
God Our Help in Ages Past.” Dean Anderson offered
a prayer, and the choir sang “The Lord Is My
Shepherd.” Joy Oretsky recited Pericles’ Funeral
Oration, followed by the singing of the late king’s
favorite hymn, “Abide With Me.” Dean Anderson
again offered a prayer and led the singing of the
school song, “Jerusalem.” The Dean then gave a
memorial address, and the congregation sang“ God
Save The Queen.” A memorial service is naturally
a solemn one, but this one could not have held such
true meaning had not the students of St. John’s
conducted themselves in such a creditable manner.

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IIr. A. C. Camphell Honored

A memorial plaque, honoring Dr. A. C. Campbell, was unveiled
at the school on April 30, 1952.

Dr. Campbell was the principal of St. John’s from the beginning
of its existence here, on Salter and Church 42 years ago, until his
retirement in 1925. All who had the good fortune to know Dr. Camp-
bell, either as their principal and leader, or in any other capacity,
were present on this auspicious occasion, to pay tribute to this man,
who devoted so many years to the betterment of St. John’s.

The graduates who attended St. John’s during Dr. Campbell’s
principalship never forgot this and so in gratitude have made it pos-
sible for us to have a plaque honoring him, here in our school, so that
we and those who come after us shall always remember this great man.

A short service was held with Mr. Reeve acting as chairman, after
which Dr. McIntosh, the superintendent of schools, Mr. Ridd, Mr.
A. V. Piggot and the graduates during Dr. Campbell’s principalship,
Mr. Alec Cantor and Miss E. McCord, spoke in tribute of the very fine
work that Dr. Campbell had done. The plaque was then unveiled by
Mrs. Campbell, Dr. Campbell’s wife, and his daughter, Mrs. J. O.
Shepherd (Enid Campbell).

A grand reunion in the form of a tea party followed, where every-
one found themselves bumping into school pals from “the good old
days.” A number of the graduates from the very first class of St.
John’s were present to pay tribute to Dr. Campbell.

St. John's Pays Tribute To Its War Heroes

Many of the students who attended St. John’s, who walked the same
halls, opened the same doors, and doubtless to say, got into the same scrapes
as you and I, will never again see the school which housed them and helped
them to become the brave men that they were. These men were killed during
thﬁ world wars fighting for us, the students who now darken the doors of their
school.

It was to pay tribute to these heroes that a plaque with their names
inscribed upon it, was unveilled at St. John’s Tech on April 30. Before a
large and grave audience Mr. Calof acting as chairman, introduced Rabbi
Kravetz who gave the invocation. “O God Our Help in Ages Past” was then
sung, after which Gerald Kushner gave Pericles Funeral March. The audience
was greatly moved by the prayer given by Rev. S. W. Sawchuk and Lincoln’s
Gettysburg Address given by Don Johnson. Following this everyone joined
in singing “Abide With Me.” Then a hush fell over the audience. Mr. Reeve
read the Honor Roll. Each name was familiar to at least someone in the
audience as the names of the heroes were read, each person realized just how
much these men had drne for us. They had laid down their lives, so that we
may live and be free. Then the last name was called; Rev. W. E. McDonald
gave the Dedication Prayer; and W. N. Baskerville, whose son had been the
first of many St. John’s students, to die, unveiled the plaque. The plaque will
remain as a lasting remembrance to the memory of their heroic deeds.



Coming Events

Then the president of our Home and
School will call upon one of our outstanding
graduates to make the speech of testimony to
Mr. Reeve, our guest of honour. A gift will be
presented to Mr. and Mrs. Reeve, probably not
commeasurate with our great respect and ad-
miration for them, but one which we hope they
will enjoy and cherish. Then will come the
highlight of the evening—Mr. Reeve’s reminis-
cences. What stories he will tell of you students!
What stories he will tell of your parents when
they were students, for he taught them too, even
as he did me! But we’ll all love it for we love
him.

If May 28th is adult evening, June 6th will
be student morning. Under direction of the
School Council the school will assemble in the
auditorum to pay tribute to a great principal.
Presentation of athletic awards and trophies to
individuals and teams will be quickly made, to
be followed by a program of songs before our
school president makes the speech of his young
career. Ron will try to tell Mr. Reeve our grate-
ful thanks for his part in helping our school to
reach “usque ad astra” and will present to him
a token of our esteem. Mr. Reeve will reply, but
probably not at too great length for he will be
speaking to the graduating classes again in the
afternoon. It will not be too happy an event,
will it, to say farewell to Mr. Reeve. But if
“farewell” means “fare thee well” then we
will say it with all our hearts and voices and,
methinks, there will be three hearty cheers and
“a tiger” given before the student morning ends.

Then on June 24th will come staff “family
day”. There are 42 of us now on the staff of the
/school and another 42 ex-members will be in
the city on that day. So all of us who at any
time served along with Miss Snider, Mr. Galli-
more and Mr. Reeve will meet around the fes-
tive board, happy though sad,—happy at the
family gathering though sad to see the three
“old timers” retiring from our present staff.
There will be food to eat, stories to tell, gifts to
present, tears to wipe, smiles to flash, and
“good-byes” to say. But if “good-bye” means
“God be wi'ye” then we will say it with real
meaning to three valued friends and colleagues.

The poet once said,

“Aye fond kiss and then we sever
Aye farewell, alas forever.”

But in all these three events there will be nc
“kiss” and no ‘“forever” for, though we do
“sever” in one sense, yet there will always be
that bond of friendship and memory that will
bring Miss Snider, Mr. Gallimore and Mr. Reeve
to our rugby games, to our operas, to our teas,
to our graduations, in days to come even as they

have in days now past.
