In primitive living, producing fire was one of man’s more important developmenis
in his struggle to master the physical workd. After the white traders came fto
North America the natives traded their furs for flints and steels and used these
for firemaking. Indians carried these in beaded skin pouches called firebags,

and used dry seeds as kindling to blow on and start the fire from the flint
sparks. Eskimos use the firestick, twirled either with the hands or with a skin
line.
